Club Championships And Open 45 Min Score Event

The format of the score event is as follows-

1) 
You have just 45 minutes in total. Within each part, the controls can be
visited in any order.
2) 
The controls are on TWO maps, bagged back to back (15 on each).  

3)
You must start with at least 1 part 1 control but can elect to move to part 2 at any point.  YOU DO NOT NEED TO REVISIT THE START OR GO TO THE FINISH BETWEEN PARTS 1 and 2.  

4)
Once you have punched a part 2 control you may not return to part 1.  After making the transition to part 2 any part 1 controls punched will score zero. 
5)
You do not have to visit any part 2 controls and may elect to finish at any time by punching the finish control.  

6)
One point will be gained for each control visited (Max 30).
7)
One point will be deducted for every minute or part over 45 minutes.
8)
Your time will stop when you punch the finish.
9)
In the event of a tie on points, the fastest time will win.


DON'T FORGET TO PUNCH THE FINISH.
