
Code of conduct for all club officials and other adults including parents and carers working with junior members of the club
N.B. All Coaches must work to the Code of Conduct for British Orienteering Coaches at all times.

All adults must:

· Comply with all British Orienteering guidelines especially Child Welfare Policy and Procedures.  
· Keep up to date with technical skills, appropriate qualifications and insurance.
· Always work in an open environment (e.g. avoid private situations) and encourage an open environment – i.e.no secrets
· Build balanced relationships with young people based on mutual trust and respect.

· Respect and champion the rights of every individual to participate.

· Place the welfare and safety of young people first at all times.

· Make sure that all activities are appropriate to the age, ability and experience of those taking part.
· Promote the positive aspects of the sport (e.g. personal challenge, health benefits, development of key skills, exercise, performance and not just results, fair play and respect for the countryside).
· Display consistently high standards of personal behaviour in actions, language and appearance.

· Discourage bad behaviour and bad sportsmanship.

· Help to make orienteering a rewarding experience by supporting and encouraging young people to learn new skills through participation in coaching sessions, by ensuring that young people compete at the appropriate level and, above all, by helping them to have fun. 
Code of conduct for all junior members of the club

All juniors must:

· Always compete within the rules of the event and the sport, in general.

· Always show respect for officials and accept their decisions.

· Always show respect for fellow participants.

· Consider the well-being and safety of all fellow participants at all times.

· Always be punctual for training and competitions.

· Always respond promptly to invitations to training and competitions even if you are declining.

· If you will not be able to meet an agreed assembly time or cannot attend training or competition, to which you have made a commitment, always notify the person in charge with as much notice as possible.  

· Always display consistently high standards of personal behaviour in your actions, language and appearance. Swearing, smoking and consumption of alcohol or non-medicinal drugs of any kind are forbidden.
· Always take personal responsibility for ensuring that you arrive for training or competitions with all the necessary clothes and orienteering equipment
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
