A. Connecting the computers and getting going.
1. Old system.

Connect Holcot and Ickworth following the laminated instructions that should be in the bag with Holcot.  To summarise; viewing from the keyboard side;

Connect the mains leads to rear left.

Connect the mouse (rear right side, lower) and one of the download boxes (rear right upper) to Holcot.

Enter password ‘EAOA’ (not case sensitive).

Follow the instructions on Holcot!

2. New system.

Connect Felbrigg (Master) and Grimston following the laminated instructions that should be in both bags.  

To summarise; viewing from the keyboard side; 

Conect the mains leads to the left rear (yellow socket).
Connect the mouse to the lower socket rear right.

Connect the SI box to the upper socket rear right.

Switch on with leftmost button tp right.

‘Windows’ screen should appear.

Left click on EAOA icon on right of screen.

Enter password ‘EAOA’ and left click.

You are ready to go.

B Programming / checking the boxes.

1. To programme the BOXES (Old set)

Click on ‘Start’
Click on ‘SIMananger’
Click on ‘Event’ on SIManager tool bar.

Click on ‘New’ on dropdown menu (or on ‘select’ then the event, if you have already set it up).

Enter event title, date (dd/mm/yyyy) and time (10:00:00, usually).

Click on green tick. 

Click on SI stations on tool bar.

Click ‘prepare’ then ‘Competition mode’ on drop down menu.

In new window, check PC clock as instructed and correct date and to real time if significantly out.

Enter times for ‘power on’ (when the box will wake up) and ‘power off’ (use 07.00 for ‘on’ so that controller can check the boxes have woken up; use 30 min after course close time for ‘off’).

Check ‘Master’ in bottom right of window. (This enables the control box attached to the computer to programme the ‘slave’ boxes).

Ensure you are in ‘Full mode’ under ‘parameters’ (not ‘Quick mode’).

Check attached control box is active (flashing light underneath); if not, activate by stroking diagonally with magnet (in sandwich box) until it beeps in electronic ecstasy.

Insert   black end of ‘post’ into dibber hole on control box.

Each box must be activated with a magnet before reading or programming.

To programme a box, activate it, put it on top of the master box.

Ensure you enter correct ‘Task’ using the drop down options (Clear, check, start, finish, control).

Ensure the correct box (control) number is entered in the ‘code no.’ window.

Click ‘write’.

Ensure battery has some life left (if red bar reads above 90% consider replacing batteries) and that you have entered the correct date and times for the event.
Put on the next box in numerical order.

Ensure that the number taped onto the top and bottom of each box corresponds with what it is programmed to be.  If there is a problem with a box, attach a message using masking tape and inform Bruce.

To check the programming of a box, put it on top of master box, impaled on white end of post and uppermost side up. 
Click on ‘read’. Box programming data appear in the right hand windows under ‘Quick mode’
2. To check the new ‘compact’ boxes are synchronised and do what they say on the tin. Do the following on Felbrigg.
Open the desktop by clicking on left icon ‘show desktop’ at bottom of screen.

Open SI config by double clicking on the icon (3rd column, left of screen).

Click on ‘NO’ if informed that there is ‘No current version of the program! New version download?’
The ‘SI config prepare stations’ menu appears.

Blue bar just below icons top right must be set to ‘remote’.

Insert coupling stick (small plastic container, appropriately labelled!) fat end lowermost into the SI master unit.

Check attached control box is active (red light underneath).

Take a blue ‘SI master’ box (Clear) and place, lower side down, onto the coupling stick.

*Left click on ‘read’ (greenbar at top of menu).

Hopefully you will see

‘SI-config applicable from dd/mm/yyyy to dd/mm/yyyy

Set remote

Station was read out’.

Check that the operating mode (left of menu) is ‘Clear (completely)’.

Set time should show same as PC clock (bottom right)

Click on ‘set time’ to set master stations clock.

SI config warning appears, click OK.

If ‘Attention, time difference!’ Appears, click ‘OK’ to set the control station to PC time. (This is particularly important when the clocks have shifted from GMT!)

New station time appears (dd/mm/yyyy hh:min:sec.)

Station turned off.

Click commands on menu tool bar

Drop down; click on ‘clear backup memory’.

Click yes on SI-config warning.

Shows ‘set remote

Clear backup’

Place second blue control box on control station and repeat from *.

The blue boxes are turned off.  To turn them ON, dib with the purple ‘service off’ dibber, 3 times, until  ‘EXT MA’ (Extended Master) cycles with time and ‘OFF 120’.

In this mode (EXT MA), the blue box will clear the red boxes and put in the corrected time.

Insert the coupling stick into the blue box (fat side down) .

Place each red box (base down) onto the stick. When it bleeps (some are rather faint!) and flashes the clock is synchronised.

(If you are the neurotic type you can check the display underneath the box.  It cycles through  Control number ; time ;  time to go back to sleep (120 min) and some other stuff I don’t understand).

To set up the event (in 2003; Felbrigg).

To start a new event, (Click the start icon).

Double click OE 2003 SOS

Click “Events” on OE2003 window toolbar.

Click “New” on dropdown menu.
Enter date in format dd/mm/yyyy
Time in format hh:mm:ss

If the first runner is 10.30, then 10:00:00 is a good time to enter.

Click OK.

Click “Courses” on OE2003 window toolbar.
Click “Controls” on drop down menu.

New window opens.

Enter number of first control (usually 101).

Press Enter/Return and the next number will automatically appear.
Edit out unwanted numbers  by overtyping the highlighted number with the one you want. Pressing enter will continue the series from the new number.
.

Continue pressing enter until all numbers are entered.

To edit an earlier control, highlight the number and press edit.

Don’t bother with the other columns unless you are a sufferer of OCD  (Obsessive Compulsive Disorder; spookily related to OCAD).

Click green tick.

Click save modifications Yes.

Click “Courses” on OE 2003 tool bar.

Click courses on drop down menu.

Move between columns using space bar. 

Enter course number (start with 1) and title (e.g. WHITE).  Insert length and climb, Leave ‘start’ blank unless you have more than one start.

In the controls column, Click on the ((( button and a new window will miraculously appear with all the control numbers in it.  Expand the window to make it as long as possible. Drag across the controls for the course, in order. You can delete errors using the delete button on the keyboard.
When you are satisfied that you have entered the correct controls in the correct order click OK.  The number of controls on the course will appear in the appropriate column.  Click enter/return and the next line will appear (or space bar repeatedly).

Repeat for all courses.
After final enter, if you are in a new row, press esc, then 
Close courses window (Green tick). 
Click on “save mods” when prompted.
In OE 2003 window:

Click Entries on tool bar.

Click Classes on dropdown,

Enter course number.

Enter course names in both short and long columns (e.g. M45L, M45S; in colour coded events this might be ‘white’ in both columns).
Enter any number in start fee column to pre-empt annoying error messages.

Press enter to get a new row.

Click on green tick when all classes entered.

Click Courses, Classes (Yes, I know you’ve done this once, but trust me, this works).
Assign Classes window appears.
Enter course names into “Course” column (in colour coded events this means you will have, for example, white, white, white). Click on next row and say a polite yes when asked if you want to save modifications.
Click green tick when all classes have an assigned course.

Click entries on 2003 tool bar,

Click Clubs on drop down.

Tab through columns leaving first row as Vakant

Enter clubs that you are expecting to attend in city column

(try SOS,NOR, IND, HAVOC, CHIG, WAOC, SUFFOC, HH, LOC, SLOW,

DFOK, TVO, CUOC).

Click green tick and Yes (Save modifications).

Click on Event.

Select Settings from the drop down.

Click ‘Sportident’ button on right. 

In Mode, use drop down to select Time taking. 

If you are using a punching start, then tick both boxes.

(Use start station for real time start

Use finish station.)

Now close down and leave the country until the event is over or treat yourself to a stiff drink and sleep soundly until 0500 when you will have to get up to put out the controls.

Ah, the subtle joys of planning.
SHORTCUTS...
1. Instead of starting from scratch, copy event 1 (Template) using File/Copy (Create new event). then...

Event settings are already done – Just change the event name and date.

Instead of adding classes and courses, just delete the ones you don’t want. Courses/classes are already set up.

Courses/controls are already set up.

Entries/Clubs are already set up.

2. Import the courses from Purple Pen... 

In PP File/Create E-Punch Interface file.

In OE2003, Courses/Import Courses. You will need to do Courses/Classes afterwards.

Note that if you just e.g. Blue Part 1 and Blue Part 2 in PP and no combined course, you will need to edit the .xml file to combine them and add together the length and climb.
NB. Make sure that both computers’ Entries/Entries screens are showing the ‘Db Id’ columns. If this is not showing, the data entry team at the event will have nowhere to put BOF numbers so these will have to be entered later for Ranking Points.
