EVENT

There are three (3) possible choices for completing the Cracker Challenge

Score – For family groups, the cautious and hungover
This is a 45 minute score event. Visit as many controls as possible in any order in 45 minute after which you may return to the finish or continue around the course but any controls gained after this time will not count towards the final total. Each control is worth 10 points.

Norwegian with unmarked map – For the well adjusted orienteer

You will be issued with an unmarked 1:10 000 map at the start to mark your route on as you proceed around the course. We have a few spare pens so please ask if you need to borrow one.
There will be a map fragment to 1: 5000 scale at each control with either a cracker joke and the next control marked or a question with two controls indicated. In this case choose the correct answer ( A or B ) to the question and follow the route to the matching control. If you arrive at the control site and there is no flag you have answered the question wrongly and you will have to find the alternative site.

There will be a time limit of 45 minutes after which you may return to the finish or continue around the course but any controls gained after this time will not count towards the final total. Each control is worth 10 points and must be visited in numerical order. Any controls out of order or missed will loose you 10 points. Course length if you don’t get lost 6.2km
Norwegian with Map Memory – Not for the faint hearted or sensible!

There will be a map fragment to 1: 5000 scale at each control with either a cracker joke and the next control marked or a question with two controls indicated. In this case choose the correct answer ( A or B ) to the question and follow the route to the matching control. If you arrive at the control site and there is no flag you have answered the question wrongly and you will have to find the alternative site.

There will be a time limit of 45 minutes after which you may return to the finish or continue around the course but any controls gained after this time will not count towards the final total. Each control is worth 10 points and must be visited in numerical order. Any controls out of order or missed will loose you 10 points. Course length if you don’t get lost 6.2km

REGISTRATION

START

The start is to one side of the car park and is self-service. Make sure you clear and check before starting – ask if unsure about using the SI dibber. Do not start within one minute of the previous starter.  Your map is 1:10,000 (except for map memory entrants) and is printed on waterproof paper. Please ensure the correct course choice is entered on your entry slip.
FINISH

Don't forget to visit the download when you finish. We will be using the training Si kit so two(2) copies of your results will be needed – one for you to take home and one for our records. 
SAFETY

Take care near water. There will be dogwalkers and other park users. Some areas may be muddy so take extra care of slippery surfaces
Remember to download when you get back to the finish, no later than 2 p.m. 
If you are travelling alone, please leave your car keys at Registration, car registration, and emergency contact phone number.

If you are not a BOF member we will need to take a note of your address and contact details for insurance purposes.

SCORING

10 points for each different control visited in 45 minutes. For the Norwegian courses any controls out of order or missed from the sequence will loose you 10 points. This will not count for any controls visited after the 45 mins.
